A FRESH YEAR, A FRESH CUP OF COFFEE 

 
 I’ve heard coffee referred to as the eighth sacrament of the church.  Garrison Keillor tells heartland 
stories about Lutherans gathering over steaming cups of coffee.  So-called “seeker churches” invest 
thousands of dollars to have cappuccino coffee machines in their fellowship halls as an attraction for 
young prospective members.  Has there ever been a Sunday morning when an Episcopal church didn’t 
have a Coffee Hour? 
 
 Coffee Hour is the cornerstone of every church’s fellowship ministry.  It is where the faith 
community gathers to share their lives with each other after sharing with God in their prayers.  Coffee 
Hour is where we “catch up” with each other, personally reporting on how we are doing and apprising 
each other of the needs of those in our community.  Coffee Hour is a group exercise in pastoral care. 
 
 Coffee Hour is where we welcome those who are new to our faith community.  Visitors to St. 
John’s are always complimentary about our worship service.  But what really makes a lasting impression 
is the way they are greeted following worship.  To be invited for refreshment and to have the chance to be 
introduced to some members of the parish is the definition of a warm welcome.  And good food at Coffee 
Hour makes all the difference to a young family’s children. 
 
 Coffee Hour is the carryover of Holy Communion.  When there is a special celebration or 
recognition of a ministry in church, the festive spirit of that service spills over to the Parish Hall.  In place 
of a piece of bread we have a piece of cake.  Instead of a sip of wine we have a cup of coffee. 
 
 What we call Coffee Hour the early church called Agape.  Every Eucharist of the Christian 
community gathered to give thanks to God was followed by Agape, the gathering of the Christian 
community to share a feast in love.   
 

For quite some time this important ministry at St. John’s has been shouldered by a dedicated but 
small group of folk.  You see them behind the counter in the kitchen almost every Sunday.  In true St. 
John’s fashion they have been supported by the unselfish spontaneity of volunteers.  It is the assessment 
of the vestry and other parish leaders that this circle of ministry needs to be expanded. 

 
Michael Stank, your vestry representative for Community, has been working with Mary 

Waskowicz and those in the kitchen crew to design a more inclusive Coffee Hour plan.  The hope is that 
more Coffee Hour helpers will make a better Coffee Hour. 

 
 The plan begins with making a commitment to offering two Coffee Hours every Sunday from the 
beginning of September to the beginning of June.  Each Sunday will be hosted by a particular parish 
group; i.e. the Vestry, the Church School, Jubilee Ministries.  Each group will have a “captain” who will 
schedule two hosting Teams of 3-4 people, one Team for each Coffee Hour.  



  
 The first host Team will meet about 8:30 AM to set up and host the Coffee Hour following the 
8:00 AM service.  The second host Team would meet at 11:15 AM for the Coffee Hour following the 
10:15 AM service and to clean up.  Veteran Coffee Hour folk will be on hand to provide guidance and 
support especially as we initiate the plan.  There will also be printed directions to refer to. 
 
 Coffee, filters, tea, hot chocolate, sugar, sweetener, mugs and utensils will be supplied by the 
parish.  Host Teams are asked to supply creamer, juice, paper supplies, fruit and baked goods like 
doughnuts, pastries, bagels and bread.  For special occasions like Confirmation, any extra goodies will be 
provided by the parish. 
 
 The new Coffee Hour schedule will begin in February with the Ushers, Rite 13 parents, Jubilee 
Ministries and Vestry serving as the first hosting groups.  The schedule will be posted in each monthly 
Messenger and available online, as well as published in the Sunday bulletin.  The name of each hosting 
group’s “Captain” or contact person will also be included.   
 
 St. John’s is blessed with dozens of ministry groups in every dimension of mission.  Any group 
with six to eight members or more has what it takes to be a hosting group.  All you need to do is select a 
Captain and contact Michael Stank or Mary Waskowicz to reserve a Sunday.  Consider making a ministry 
New Year’s resolution to help host a Coffee Hour and share in the care, welcome and agape feast of 
God’s love.

STEWARDSHIP  
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The November financial report was presented to Vestry 
and I would ask that you view the summary provided.  
As I indicated last month, we are on track to have a 
much better year than projected.  Last year at this time, 
the vestry took the bold move of breaking with the past 
practice of reducing the pledged income amount by 5% 
for budgeting purposes.  The challenge was placed to all 
of us to meet our pledged amounts.  I am happy to say 
that the parish has not only been meeting its pledge, but 
exceeding it.  We still will have a deficit at the end of 
this year, but it will be significantly less than expected.  
Thank you for your continued support. 
 
Vestry action was rather light this month. Two 
resolutions were passed, both without comment.  The 
first was simply the necessary IRS Housing Allowance 
for Fr. John and Pastor Jennifer.  The second was to 
place John Gouveia as Chairman of the Diocesan 
Delegate Nominating Committee.  If you would like to 
be a candidate, please let John know. 
 
Our Investment Committee has been hard at work and is 
in the process of re-balancing our Endowment Fund 
investments.  St. John’s is blessed to have these 
knowledgeable folk willing to volunteer their time and 
expertise.  The Fiscal 2008 budget will be submitted to 
Vestry next month for approval.  As of the 12/17/2007, 
the Stewardship Committee reported 95.3% of the goal 
had been obtained.  Total pledged income is $334,500.  
Thank you to everyone who has prayerfully considered 
what they could share with St. John’s. 
 
Good news shared by Fr. John to the Vestry was the 
announcement that John Symonds has been accepted as 
a candidate for ordination.  Another reason to sign up as 
a delegate is to support John as he takes this next big 
step in his spiritual journey.  John, the Vestry and Parish 
congratulate you on reaching this milestone.

On Sunday January 20 we will be observing Martin Luther King’s birthday. The Shalom committee will be 
having a book discussion on The End of Poverty by Jeffrey D. Sachs. This is a particularly good way to 
celebrate the life and work of Dr. King. Remember, he was killed in Memphis, Tennessee, where he had 
gone to support striking sanitation workers in their struggle for a decent living and a decent life.  
 
Goals three, four and five of the Millennium Development Goals are so interconnected that you really 
cannot achieve one unless you achieve them all. This is an opportunity to look at both the varying degrees 
of poverty worldwide, and some of the solutions that have worked and need to be replicated. 
 
Issues relating to ending poverty and hunger are not without controversy and some of the greatest 
opponents of the strategies advanced by the MDG’s in these areas are religious people. How can we 
articulate the importance of these issues to achieving the MDG’s in a way that stimulates dialog and 
exchange of views? 
 
You will have two opportunities to participate. There will be one session at 9:15 a.m. and one at 11:25 a.m.

The property committee is sad to inform you of not receiving our grant from the state's Energy Harvest 
Program. This does not mean we will not pursue money from various institutions in the future. This next 
year, we must identify our priorities for improvements and present this to our Vestry and congregation. 
Ideas could be generated by Vestry or committees of parishioners for property committee review.  
 
Vestry has approved plans for Lake Roeder Hillard to create a new site plan for our church complex at of 
cost of $3,600 given by a gift by a generous parishioner. This will prepare the way to complete future 
Capital Improvements or necessary repairs and upkeep. This includes two projects with high priority. 
 
You may have noticed a lift in our parking lot that is being used for masonry re-pointing and resealing in 
the vicinity of the Parish House on the Chestnut St. side. The second project is to repair the boiler room 
wall that supports the foundation of the church. This has been looked at by an engineering firm and under 
the direction of Ben Webber and Bill Gross. Bids will be submitted and presented to the vestry. You may 
have notice we have started to prepare and paint the Becker House which will continue when the spring 
weather arrives.  
 
Other projects include upgrading and fine tuning our sound systems, making our drains in the courtyard 
and parking flow free and maintaining snow removal and gutter cleaning for the winter season.

PROPERTY  
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The Epiphany is an ancient Christian feast day and is significant in a number of ways. 
In the East, where it originated, the Epiphany celebrates the baptism of Jesus by John 
the Baptist in the River Jordan. It also celebrates Jesus' birth. 
 
The Western Church began celebrating the Epiphany in the 4th century where it was, 
and still is, associated with the visit of the magi (wise men) to the infant Jesus when 
God revealed himself to the world through the incarnation of Jesus. 

 
For many Protestant church traditions, the season of Epiphany extends from 6 January until Ash 
Wednesday, which begins the season of Lent leading to Easter. 
 
Other traditions, including the Roman Catholic tradition, observe Epiphany as a single day, with the 
Sundays following Epiphany counted as Ordinary Time.  The Epiphany is also known as Dia de los Reyes 
(Three Kings Day).
